“While we all want to experience a warm and fuzzy feeling upon purchasing a company’s stock, the reality is that investing is about making sound choices based on a company’s fundamentals and its prospects for the future, not whether or not it is experiencing a bout of bad press,” said Wilsey.  “While negative publicity can adversely impact a stock in the short term, the fact is that many of these companies will weather the storm and continue doing business in a way that is profitable for its shareholders.”

Wilsey continued, “Investors need not shy away from an investment opportunity simply because it is not ‘popular’.  Rather, an opportunist investor can often benefit from a low stock price caused by the bad publicity, and realize a positive ROI relatively quickly as the street readjusts its focus on the company’s sound financials.”
